Accessibility options

An increasingly important issue for websites, and web designers,
is the one of accessibility. This concerns the use of the Web by
blind or partially sighted users. Despite the visual nature of the
Web, this group of users can still access the information by using
a technology that reads the content on screen. This means that
someone who is blind, or partially sighted, is provided with an
audio version of websites, rather than just a visual one.

Dreamweaver CS6 enables you to add accessibility features to web
pages, as they are being created. To do this:

Select Edit, Preferences (Windows), Dreamweaver,
Preferences (Mac) from the menu bar and click
